When she realized
she was dying, her sister gave her a Bible and
led her to Jesus. By God's grace, she recovered
and left the city to live in the mountains.

There she started a home church. After four
years, more than twenty baptized members and
visitors worship together. Although not trained,
she did her best.

Hearing about Li Na, who trained lay work-
ers in central China, she made the long journey
so she could build her pastoral skills. For two
weeks Na instructed her in church planting.
Then she returned home to win more souls.
