“INSPIRING!"” That describes the women receiving college scholarships from GC
Women's Ministries. Their dedication, persistence, and faith are inspiring.

This July, 39 women from 18 countries received $21,800 in scholarships. Added to
the January awards, this means that with your support 154 women have been helped
this year. From many countries—Bolivia to Bosnia, Madagascar to Mongolia—these
women are able to attend college because of your generosity.

Their stories are moving, and these women are moving—moving forward as God calls
them, moving their churches and their communities forward.

or the past few years, each

of the 13 world Divisions

has been allocated $5,000
in GC Women's Ministries
scholarship funds.

That may change—for the
worse. Until last year, royalties
from the annual Women'’s
Devotional book provided about
half the scholarship funds, with
donations making up the rest.

But royalties have dropped by
more than $10,000, a loss

of 30%. It is urgent not only

to continue our support but

to increase our giving. More
requests for help come in, often
from places nearly impossible to
reach with the gospel. The need
is urgent!

It's also urgent because funds
are now divided between 15
entities rather than 13, due to
the administrative decision to
separate the Middle East Union
and the Israeli Field from their
Divisions.

The opportunity is great—to
provide dedicated, well-trained
women in God’s service around
the world. The need is urgent!
