She wants to
continue working with
Women's Ministries “to help
develop programs within the church
to support women who have been
victimized and to promote prevention,
especially among the youth.”

Malika, an Accounting
major from St. Lucia,
from a background of
poverty, is determined

to break the cycle. With

both her daughter and her
husband dependent on her, she
works a great deal and takes classes part
time, yet also served as WM coordinator,
church clerk, and SS leader. Your help
allows her to go back to school.
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“The WM scholarship will not only help
me finish my final year,” says Karen, an
education major in Argentina, “but it
also gives testimony that even though |
have never had economic security, God
always provides what we need.”

In Bolivia, Maria is able to go back to
school because of the WM scholarship.
